The following is a summary of what we are working on this week.  At Back to School Night this Wednesday Sept. 14, I look forward to meeting you and telling you more about what your children will be learning in 3rd Grade this year.

Language Arts

Reading - the story “Rugby and Rosie,” which focuses on the theme of friendship.  Your child will receive a Reading Log today so that he/she can record their 20 minutes (or more) reading each night. Please sign this log each night. I will collect these each Friday.  
Phonics /Spelling - We will review the long vowel sounds.
Grammar – what makes a clear and complete sentence?
Writing – we begin to learn about narrative writing, which tells a story about real or imaginative events.

Math
We will be working on finding the missing addends –

8 + ? = 14; 

We will review the properties of addition - order,  identity, and grouping.

8 + 6 = 6 + 8 (order prop.)

8 + 0 = 8 (identity prop.)

8 + (6 + 2) = (8 + 6) + 2

(grouping prop.)
