Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.

You may have noticed just one change to this acclamation which is instead of “God of power and might” we will sing “God of hosts.”  This change reminds us that God’s power is immense and encompasses both the heavens and the earth.
